Plans for Everyday Adrenaline
My partner, Kyle Martin, and I have started an online community and have plans for publication. At this point we have a website called everydayadrenaline.com. Anyone in the world can go online and register. People can even look at our forums without being a registered member. Members can participate in the forums and even submit more substantial writing. We are still in the beginning stages but we have already made much progress. Our website has 46 members and the forums are alive with activity. Someone makes a contribution everyday. We plan on spreading the word until Everyday Adrenaline (EA) grows into a global organization with endless publishing power. 

We are starting out with a localized edition of Everyday Adrenaline here in Tallahassee; we are going to become an official club at FSU. That is still in progress; right now we are working on the website and obtaining advertising so that we can fund our print editions in Tallahassee. Eventually we plan on having localized versions of Everyday Adrenaline in all major universities in Florida, then nationally and finally globally. There are a lot of steps from here to there, but I believe Kyle and I are fully capable and have the understanding and patience it takes to start a publishing company. 

The campus relationship with Everyday Adrenaline will play a big role in the growth of our organization. There will be local print editions run by locals. Funding will be taken care of by advertising, donations, but out of our pockets at first. Later we will have subscriptions and various income streams contributing to our cause. All of the money that we make will go back into building Everyday Adrenaline. Eventually entire books could come from EA. Also, DVDs, audio CDs, movies, and much more media will be used to our advantage. Kyle and I have a growth and development plan in works that will help us achieve our long term goals. 


At first there will be many expenses involved in running Everyday Adrenaline. We will have the print cost. These will be campus and locally funded at first, but later as more funding comes in through advertisement, printing will then be done on a larger scale. We will have a main Everyday Adrenaline and then the different campus editions as well. Right now Kyle Martin is the web developer but later we will need to bring more web developers on board. We are starting with campus organizations. The website will be primarily used at first as a tool to keep everyone involved connected and to obtain information. As more localized campus EA editions develop, we will have more web traffic, we will gain online ranking, and will have a larger all around web presence. Our first year will be spent establishing Everyday Adrenaline and working on obtaining advertising and print operations. 


Throughout our second and third year with Everyday Adrenaline we will keep our online presence growing. We will add more features to our web version. There will be more content coming in. We will need to figure out how we are going to structure and organize the larger amount of information coming in. We will start being able to offer subscriptions to EA and this will help bring more money in. At this point we should be bringing in enough funds to outweigh donations and the resources brought to use through being a campus organization. We will need to get into marketing and obtain investment capital. There will be more people buying Everyday Adrenaline rather than just taking it for free. 

The money that we take in will go to paying authors, web developers, hosting fees, print costs, and merchandise. We plan on capitalizing on the use of t-shirts as a way to spread the word. Sometime at this point we are going to have to look into different copyright procedures. Immediately people have been submitting under certain terms; we are allowed to publish their writing for free. Later, writers will submit under a stronger copyright, that way they can make money off their writing. There will be advertising, subscriptions, and general sales revenue. 


The individual campus organizations and other local organization that are affiliated with Everyday Adrenaline will have special access to our content. They will be able to pull information off of our website and print it or add it to their website. The different universities will have a localized website edition of EA but they will be able to draw from the main Everyday Adrenaline website. For example, UF will have their own website such as uf.everydayadrenaline.com. They will have their own localized version of EA. It will include things such as local events, speakers, and other interesting things. Those universities that are affiliated with us will have their own sub section on the main website. They will have access to that part and influence over it. Not all editions of Everyday Adrenaline will have to associate with a university. We could have a New York Everyday Adrenaline, for example. 


We are still in the beginning stages but we plan on changing that with the use of fliers, stickers, posters, being affiliated with other student organizations, and banners for campus events; we are working on building a viewer base. We are trying to draw people in who we feel are waiting for us. Advertisers will be on our website to get things started. We plan on having fundraisers for print editions. Hopefully we will have donations as well. Some things will come out of our own pockets. The Tallahassee print version is going to be managed from everydayadrenaline.com. We will continue to have local meetings. The website will be a tool for organizing deadlines, sharing files, making comments, sending emails, editing, forums, and discussions. 
There will be different levels of access rights. There are registered users. They could start their own local edition if they wanted. Their status would be bumped up to local editor status. They would bring people in from the regular user base to be a part of their staff. We will have social applications involved in the website. There will be social networking, profiles, images, photos, community events calendars, and local wiki's. The different localized editions could have their own place where they could post information and articles. They could post steps for taking action, their contacts, links to other websites, and protesting events. There would be a directory of local activist organizations, music, art, cultural events, book reading and signings, and the like. They will have everything that the Tallahassee edition will have. The global edition of Everyday Adrenaline will be comprised of all these smaller localized renditions. Right now we will be working primarily out of our website but eventually when things grow we will need to have a headquarters. That will take careful planning and considerations. 
Right now we have news, discussion, brainstorms, mission statements, philosophy, fiction, society, science, poetry, religion, government, creative non-fiction, art, math, and reviews. There are child boards to come of these categories as well. Under science there is psychology, anthropology, and physics. Under society there is film. These are our forums. Not only will we be able to reach the entire world through the internet but we also have topics that would appeal to anyone. Every person would have their own place that they could contribute to. We are working on getting starting a submitting process as opposed to just emailing finished works to me or posting them online. Like I said, we are still in the beginning but we have already grown significantly. We have only been working on Everyday Adrenaline for maybe two months and already we have made so much progress. 

For the website, there will be topic menus. A member can access information, such as, videos, articles, audio, forums, and music, based on topic. So one could click on philosophy and get all different types of mediums of information. There will be a section like this for all of the topics. Also, there would be a different way of accessing information. The information will also be sorted by content types. For example, one could view all videos, or all forums, or all audio. Viewers will be able to search by category of topic and also category of medium. Everyday Adrenaline will be media rich with lots of content. 

We are giving an opportunity to people to get their writing read by our entire web audience and submit writing for the print editions as well. These people will have access to national, international, and localized publication. This will be open and people can take what they want. Other publishers can draw upon our sources. The value of an author’s work will be determined by who wants to publish it. They will have the capability to have their writing work shopped online; people will critique it in the forums. Then they can submit the finished product to the editors of EA. The masses will read the individual’s work. This is perfect for either established writers or aspiring writers to reach a large audience. 

We want to become big enough, fast enough, to get Noam Chomsky to write for Everyday Adrenaline before he dies; that is a personal goal of ours. This will take a lot of work. This isn’t just for students either. We are reaching out to professors in every field. It will be campus run but anyone in the local communities or anywhere in the world can participate. That is what is so amazing about Everyday Adrenaline. We are not limiting our demographic. We want everyone to get involved and get motivated towards action. There are lots of different types of content. It is not just philosophy and politics, though those are very important sections of EA. There will also be comics, comedy personalities, and sex columns. The local editions will get more people involved but this is a global affair. There will be information and writing that will be interesting to every age, not just students. We will discuss topics that interest everyone, such as health care. We will not be categorized as trying to reach only specific demographics. We want to reach as many minds as possible. With the internet as our medium for organizing our goals I think we are more capable right than we ever have been before. 
This effort is completely modern. Our goals could not have been reached in the past as efficiently as they can now. This would not have been possible ten years ago at this scale and pace. The internet has changed where people get their information from since the year 2000 internet boom. We now use it as an information and connective tool. What better way is there to start a publishing company? Social networking has become popular in the last three or four years, along with blogging, and wiki's. We are now living in the age of the communal internet and we should embrace this wonderful resource to the best of our abilities.
